Altrusa Foundation, working together with Amity Foundation in China, is
providing foster care support for six children at Hengfeng SWI. During this
visit, we visited all six foster families. The SWI pays for two other foster
children and then 3 children live in the orphanage. Because the number of
children is low two of our Hugging Grannies were no longer needed. And then
our lovely doctor Hugging Granny broke her arm (and is becoming advanced in
years) so she had to quit as well.

Xu Yu became the new director of the Hengfeng SWI in March 2016, he
transferred from the Civil Affairs Department. He is not yet familiar with the
Altrusa/Amity project, so I introduced to him simply. Director Xu is quite new,
and still becoming familiar with Amity’s work. He thanks the Amity & Altrusa
for their help in last several years, and he hopes that the orphanage can
continue to receive financial support for foster children.

The rehabilitation room has been completed, but the rehabilitation equipment
has not arrived. Director Xu wants to run the rehabilitation room as soon as
possible, so it can help more special-needs children. If possible, it will be
opened to children with special needs in the greater community.

CY is 11 years old and has congenital heart disease.
She lives with her foster Grandma in Hengfeng. Her
skills in independent living have developed well
lately; she can do things by herself like dressing and
bathing. Sometimes she imitates her Grandma
cooking and play house with other children, and she
also imitates feeding the baby. She is fond of playing
hide-and-seek with her friends.

Eleven-year-old CL loves to talk! She talks very fast
and is very polite. The deformity of her right eye
means she needs help with basic life activities,
such as bathing and dressing. She can feed herself
using a spoon.

CY can walk independently now, and is getting
more active. She is curious about a lot of things.
She can understand adult’s instructions and
complies. She is still afraid of going up and down
stairs, and she needs others’ help. CY is 12 and has
cerebral palsy.
