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Eighteen-year-old F.Y. has cerebral palsy and is a very quiet 
and introverted girl. When others talk to her, she is very 
nervous and doesn’t make eye contact. With the 
encouragement and recommendation of her classmates, she 
started a part-time job at a nearby mobile phone business. 
She not only needs to explain the business to customers, 
but also needs to expand the source of customers. Now she 
has made more friends and is better at chatting with them. 
She studies well and passes all her classes, and will be 
promoted to second grade when school begins.  

X.Z. is a healthy 18-year-old. Although he does not make 
good grades in school, his hobbies are wide. He not only 
likes art and calligraphy, but also likes sports. He takes 
time to paint in addition to his homework. He also asks 
friends to play basketball together if time is available. His 
personality is introverted, but sometimes the headmaster 
will encourage him to interact with classmates and 
teachers and make friends with more people. The 
headmaster encourages him to express his own ideas and 
opinions, and now he has 
more desire to express 
himself.

Hongying (lower right) 
is proud of this fellow’s progress in 
walking, and Meizhen (upper right) has 
coached and coaxed this little guy from a 
completely scissors-legged stance to near 
stability in standing. Their perseverance, 
affection, and encouragement provide a 
strong support for each child.

Sixteen-year-old X.H. is cognitively impaired. 
These days, she pays more attention to her 
appearance. X.H. wears her favorite dress to 
go out, and sometimes she asks her foster 
grandmother if she looks nice. She used to 
wear a pair of slippers, and now she has to 
change sandals to go out. X.H. loves her foster 
grandmother. X.H.  listens to her and tries her 
best to help her grandmother. Because she 
often goes out with her foster grandmother, 
she also meets neighbors and knows how to 
take the bus. X.H. has a good appetite and 
stable sleep.  

F.L. is 19 and has cerebral palsy. He gets along 
well with his foster grandmother. When she 
goes out to buy food in the morning, he goes 
along. The foster grandmother will buy 
breakfast if he is hungry. Foster grandmother 
also often takes F.L. to go to the square to play. 
When going to take a bus, F.L. will take a dollar 
to pay for the bus. He reminds grandmother 
when it’s time to get off the bus. F.L. can 
understand what others are talking about, but 
is unable to chat with others. F.L. is polite; 
when he meets familiar people, he will nod or 
say hi.
