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Altrusa Foundation, working together with Amity Foundation in
China, is providing foster care support for five children at the
Shanggao Social Welfare House and also special ed schooling for one
of these five. Hugging Grandma Huang Lanmin resigned in April and
no new Grandma has taken her place, partly due to the low number
of children. Of the ten children under the responsibility of the
Shanggao SWI five are in foster care, one is in the hospital and four of
the children (which we had been sponsoring in foster care) have
been transferred long term to the Yichun SWI for rehab/therapy
services. You can see photos of them at our website in the report of
the July visit to the Yichun SWI.

She greets visitors
enthusiastically, seating and feeding them with pleasure. She’s very
liked by her foster parents. S.F. studies in the Shanggao Special
Education School. She’s taken to and from school by her foster
mother or foster father every day. She gets along well with her
classmates at school, and always shares her snacks with her
classmates and enjoys playing with them. S.F. goes to the square
with her foster mother to dance after dinner, and now can dance
better than some grandmothers. S.F. can take care of herself well.
She has a good appetite and sleeps well.
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S.C. is just over a year now, and was born prematurely with
neonatal hyperbilirubinemia. She is a little bit shy with
strangers, but she likes her foster mother and cries when her
mom leaves her. S.C. can make the sound of “Ah” and “[iejie.”
She giggles often. She touches toys but cannot grip, due to her
malformed hand. She often likes putting her hands together.
S.C. is very interested in food recently; her little mouth moves
when she sees other people move their mouth or wants to eat
something, and she will make the sound of ! E tb tell other
people she wants to eat too. S.C. has a good appetite. She
sleeps well .

Y.Y.is 16 and has a wonderful relationship with her foster parents.
Her foster parents treat her as their own, especially her foster
brother and sister-in-law. One thing for sure, they love each other. As
time goes by, Y.Y.’s personality is changing. She smiles all the time
when she meets visitors and always gives warm welcome to them.
That’s all from her foster parents’ help and guidance. Y.Y. loves
helping her foster parents do the daily cleaning jobs. Watching TV
shows is Y.Y.’s favorite thing to do after cleaning the room. She eats
and sleeps well.

S.C.just turned two and has cerebral palsy. She can walk by
herself, but she can’t trot. She understands what adults say
and responds to them. For instance, when she was
outdoors, her foster grandmother reminded her watch out
for the traffic, and she’s done very well. She can make the
sound * E fafdieah clap and welcome visitors. She enjoys
listening to music and shaking her body when listening. She
enjoys playing outside; she will stand next to the door when
she want to go outside. She has a good appetite and drinks
180 to 200 ml of milk three times a day. She often has a
small bowl of rice and some meat soup, minced meat, eggs,
green vegetables, pumpkins and fruits, and she likes apples.

S.Y.is 20 and has cerebral palsy. Her foster mother
encourages her to take care of herself in daily life and
teaches her many things, but she is relatively slow to
learn and must practice over and over again. Her foster
mother repeatedly teaches her step by step to wash her
clothes. S.Y. has a good routine, but sometimes she has
to be reminded to take a bath, for instance. S.Y. has a
good appetite and sleeps well.
